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Shooting for Red Leggings by Rex Maynard

One of the ways William Clark built camaraderie
among the disparate group of soldiers and frontiersmen
at Camp River Dubois through the autumn and winter of
1803-1804, was to stage a number of shooting matches
between the men of the fort and local citizens. Three
matches were recorded. After losing the first match (and
a gold coin put up by Clark as the prize), the men of the
fort must have been humiliated. They were professional
soldiers and woodsmen, hand picked as the backbone of
the Corps of Discovery, yet they had lost to a group of
country people. Clark's men were eager for revenge. So,
on January 16, 1804 they challenged the locals to a
rematch. John Colter, Reuben Field, Peter Weiser, and
the rest were to compete for two prizes: a pair of red
leggings and their pride.

Snow, which had fallen on the 14th, was crunchy
under foot as the men stepped to the firing line just
outside the fort's entrance. Situated at the edge of the
prairie, Camp River Dubois was exposed to the full
winter sun. The match had been tightly contested and
had come down to a final few shots. Reuben Field, one
of the Nine Young Men from Kentucky, is firing as
William Clark in his full dress uniform reads the results
with his spyglass. Next to him are the prize leggings atop
the barrel. Varying degrees of confidence are seen
among the gathered men, with the locals, at left, looking
as though the results are once again going in their favor.

Unwilling to suffer a second defeat, the men of
the Corps, wearing their full dress uniforms for the
occasion, are eager for every shot to count. Field scores
the best shot of the day, bringing the red leggings and a
renewed sense of pride back to the fort.



Lewis & Clark Society of America’s Rebuilding Raffle

Meriwether Lewis was, like his mentor Thomas Jefferson, a man of science. He was well acquainted
with scientific theories, philosophies, and methods of his day. He was most assuredly aware of the work of
Joseph Black, his protégé James Watt, and their theory of “latent heat” which was the basis of the field of
Thermodynamics. Lewis observed effects of what we now call the Second Law of Thermodynamics
everyday. This law of increasing decay explains how things go from good to bad to worse. When a system is
not receiving energy, it is losing energy as a non-rowed keelboat goes downstream.

We see decay in the world around us today. The best engineered car will eventually break down. And
as for our bodies as we grow older, it is often said that if it doesn’t hurt, it doesn’t work. That same law of
decay is what keeps us nourished. Food breaks down in our stomach and the caloric energy that is released is
absorbed by our bodies. A complex system will lose its energy as heat and devolve into simpler forms.

An easy example to see is the deterioration of logs used to build Camp River Dubois at the Illinois
Lewis and Clark Historic site. Exposure to temperatures from 0 to 100 most every year for 10 years; some
seasons soaked with rain others dry as dust; wind, storm, hail, snow, insects and critters all have taken their
toll on breaking them down. The once mighty trees of the forest, whose roots once took energy from the
soil, no longer receive energy and are now returning to soil.

Lewis and people of his time experienced this situation. The current Camp River Dubois replica was
built to be as true to original as possible, and that accuracy brought with it the same problems faced 200
years ago. The good news is that new expertise has been discovered that would accurately portray the
original camp and yet severely slow down the decay with a minimum of maintenance. Using these
techniques, plans are now underway to secure funding and resources to rebuild our replica Camp River
Dubois.

The Lewis and Clark Society of America is holding a raffle to raise money for this project. The estate
of Don Hastings has donated a print originally valued at $125 to be raffled. The print is “Shooting for the
Red Leggings” by artist Michael Haynes. The print depicts an actual shooting match held at the original
camp. Many thanks to K. Hymel for this donation. The story behind this print is detailed elsewhere in this
newsletter. Second prize in the raffle will be a large Peace Medal with one of our original Camp River
Dubois Christmas ornaments. Third prize will be a Sacajawea necklace and a Camp River Dubois ornament.
Tickets for this raffle will be on sale at the Store of Discovery located at the Historic Site for $1.00 each or 6
for $5.00. The raffle will begin at the December Arrival Event 2013 and will continue until the December
Arrival Event 2014.

Commemorates the arrival anniversary of the Expedition

HARTFORD, IL — The 211" anniversary of the Lewis and Clark Expedition’s arrival at their Illinois winter
camp will be celebrated during “Arrival at Camp River Dubois” scheduled for Saturday and Sunday, December 14
and 15 at the Lewis and Clark State Historic Site in Hartford, Illinois. Activities will be held from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.
inside the Interpretive Center, and interpretation will be provided in the replica of Camp River Dubois. The event
is free and open to the public.

Exhibitors will be located inside the Interpretive Center throughout the weekend. Paul Imes will exhibit the
medical tools used by Captain Lewis on the Expedition. Historic interpreters: Michael A. Stout will display tools
of the late 18" and early 19" centuries, Bob Mitchell will exhibit his collection of rocks, minerals, and fossils of
Illinois, the 2" Regiment US Atrtillery will be presenting their cannon (will not be firing cannon), Jim Duncan will
display firearms and accoutrements carried by U.S. soldiers on the Expedition, and Ken Porter will exhibit
frontiersmen artifacts. Saturday only, Ron Stellhorn, retired teacher from Freeburg, Illinois will be demonstrating
how flax is processed to produce linen.

New Inventory in the Store of Discovery

Net sales in the store are increasing over last
year despite decreased attendance from school groups
within the state. Most months this year have shown an
increase in sales over the same month in 2012. One of
the reasons for that increase has been new items added
in the store to replace some that were no longer
available and others that had lost interest among
visitors. Karen McDanel is due much of the credit for
new items. Karen is especially good at adding items
that appeal to children and to adults looking for an
appropriate souvenir of the site. Among those have
been many new plush animals that are reflective of
animals those on the expedition would have seen.
There is a new plush cardinal and an eagle, both of
which give a sound that is remarkably similar to
sounds of the live birds. Children’s purses using
images of a raccoon, turtle, or a bear are also available
in time for Christmas sales. These purses carry a
statement attached to the purse straps that state
proceeds from their sale are used to support
foundations for disadvantaged children and abandoned
animals.

An item that had been unavailable for several
years has also now been brought back. Ceramic discs
used to keep bread warm are being manufactured
again for us by a New York company. The warmers
have an image of Lewis on the left side and an image
of Clark on the right. A keelboat is depicted in the
center between the images of the two leaders.

A major addition is we have been able to
secure paperback versions of Volumes 2-12 of the
Moulton journals. These books have sold individually
for $25 each. We were able to secure the entire set
with the index volume but without Volume 1 which is
an atlas for a price that we can offer the group for
$220. Members of the Society may use their store
discount and be able to purchase the entire group for
$198 plus sales tax. This may be the best offer the
store has ever been able to give its members.

New items are added to the inventory on a
regular basis. The store is only successful because
each of you contribute to that end. Please drop by and
check out the items for yourself.
